Winner of m any awards,  Trem bling Before G-d is a powerful docum entary about  the dilem m a of 
being a Gay Orthodox Jew, and about  t he universal need to belong - -  to parent s,  t o com m unity , to 
a set  of rules.  Like m any relig ious t radit ions,  the Torah t reat s hom osexuality  as an intolerable and 
unacceptable sin Ð but ,  naturally, Orthodox Jewry has it s share of gay m em bers. Trem bling Before 
G-d inv it es us into the lives of actual gay and lesbian Jews from  m any cit ies and backgrounds,  
illum inat ing t heir often heartbreaking st ruggles t o fulfill both of their  loves w it h m eaning and self-
respect  (oft en hiding t heir  faces and ident it ies from  the cam era) . As the Director t ells us,  the dash 
in the f ilm Õs t it le ( G-d)  alludes to t he Hebrew t radit ion of not  w rit ing t he nam e of God, and also t o 
the m any m yster ies t hat  surround sexualit y:  Why are som e people gay and others not? And why 
rej ect  gay people,  if  God created everything and everyone,  including them ?
